ASHRAE Publishes 2016 Edition of Standard 90.1, Starting DOE Re-
view Clock Leading to State & Federal Update Requirements

The 2016 edition of ANSI/
ASHRAE/IES 90.1 Energy Efficien-
cy Standard for Buildings Except
Low-Rise Residential Buildings is
out and ready for purchase at

the ASHRAE Bookstore! While a
significant achievement in its own
right and a testimony to the hard
work of our volunteers, the publica-
tion of this update also begins a
key countdown for States.

Under the Energy Conservation
and Production Act, as amended,
after ASHRAE publishes an up-
date to Standard 90.1, the US De-
partment of Energy (DOE) has 12

months to review the update and
issue a preliminary determination
in the Federal Register whether
the new model standard will im-
prove energy efficiency in commer-
cial buildings. DOE is expected to
issue their preliminary determina-
tion in about six months, around
April 2017. After receiving public
comment on their preliminary de-
termination, the Department will
issue a final determination on
Standard 90.1-2016, after which
States will have up to two years to
certify to DOE that they have re-

viewed and updated the energy
efficiency provisions of their build-
ing codes to meet or exceed

Standard 90.1-2016.

Apart from the State requirements,
DOE will also conduct a similar,
but separate process for updating
the minimum energy efficiency
requirements for Federal buildings.
In all likelihood, these new require-
ments will be 30% below the levels
established in Standard 90.1-2016.

Commonwealth of Virginia to Consider Amending Asbestos

The Virginia Register of Regula-
tions, published October 17, 2016,
gives notice that the Virginia Board
for Asbestos, Lead, and Home In-
spectors intends to consider amend-
ing 18VAC15-20, Virginia Asbestos
Licensing Regulations. The purpose
of the proposed action is to amend
the regulations to (i) clarify how as-
bestos analytical laboratories and
their branch or firm locations are

licensed; (ii) simplify the require-
ments for entities that change their
organizational status; and (iii) clarify
requirements for final clearance re-
porting by project monitors. The
board may make other changes it
identifies as necessary during the
regulatory review process. To see
